21 is the score for 1934.

We had a letter from our friend
George R. McDonald, Allston, Mass.,
a couple of days ago, with the re-
sults of the Metrcpolitan Driving
Club racing for the season of 1934,
compiled by George. . was very
interesting to us to go over it and
we quote some extracts but before
doing so we would advise cur read-
ers that all the drivers are ama-
teur owners, men of means great
or moderate, who love horses and
get their pleasure by d-iving them
in matinee évents weekly during
the summer and fall.

There were 16 days rdcing during
the season of 1934 with 94 races and
204 heats trotted or paced in the
average time of 2.18 1-4. 52 h-rses
competed in-the 16 matinees. There
were six heats trotted or paced
from 207 3-4 to 2.09 8-4.

The fastest mile of the year was
made by the pacing gelding Calu-
met Eagle, owned by John L. Weiss
of Cambridee and driven by Dannie
Steele, on October 20th to beat 2.08
3-4. Calumet Eagle did the trick
in 2.07 8-4. Dannie Steele is our
own Island Dannie, a Summerside

The track record of 2.00 1-2 trot-
ting in & race made by Heatherbell
2.10, owned by James A. Carrig on
August 1st, 1931 and equalled by
Mac Aubrey on August 18th of this
year, was broken twice. Estelle D.

J. D. Thompson equalled this time
on September 1st with a mile in
2.08 3-4, that belng the present
track record for the Charles River

a mile in 2.21. Thirty horses trot-
ted or paced from 2.07 3-4 to 2.20
during the season.
