The natural idea would bé that the
doctor is to blame because he should
be so careful in looking after expect-
ant mothers.

The cooperation of the mother and
the doctor during the months pre-
vious to the birth.
It would mean that the expectant
mother should report to the doctor at
the earliest possible moment and
place herself under his care. . This
then places full responsibility on him.
