ment is complete the forces of that country are
likely to have a qualitative advantage over those
of ‘countries tvhich carried out their programmes
when design was less advanced.”

All these factors have made the Canadian
cattleman decide to sell overseas, so that by the
end of January over two thousand cattle had been
shipped and by the end of April it is expected
the numbers will be between seven and elgbt
thousand. ~ Shipping rates have gone up, but stil
it is profitable to sell in the Old Country. There
are those who believe that 1938 will be so good
that cattle exports will come almost up to the
1934 high mark, when the total forwarded was
not a great deal under sixty thousand.

The Time Factor

There is .some consolation in reflecting, as we
view the ominous situation in Europe, that every
month that passes without reaching the seemingly
inevitable crisis places Great Britain in a stronger
position. It must be remembered that the
strengthening and re-equipping of the British de-
fenses was postponed over a period of several
years, in the hope of promoting world peace by
universal disarmament, It was not until July,
1934, that the British Government adopted a five-
year programme for increasing the Air Force,
and raising the home defense part of it to sev-
enty-five squadrons.  They were ‘soon led to
