LONDON, June 4.—It is impossible
10 get any coherent story of the great
pattle which lasted many hours with
different units at times fighting scat-
tered engagements. 'The British and
Gérman reports contradict each other
flatly on the main facts. The British
that the German fleet retired when the
British battleships appeared, while the
'German official statement maintains
that the German forces were in battle
with the entire British fleet.

The British say they had only two di-

visions engaged and that all units of
these were not able to participate in
the fighting, and futhermore that Ad-
miral Sir John Jellicoe, commander of
the grand fleet remained in the area of
battle after the Germans had retreated
and swept it thoroughly in search of
enemy ships and survivors.

LONDON, June 4—Latest reports
from the British fleet from neutral ves-
sels which witnessed parts of the great
naval battle in the North Sea and from
survivors cause the British public to
believe that the engagement was not
80 near a defeat as at first appeared
and in nowise a disaster, The British
losses, with all craft engaged accoun-
ted for, were three battle cruisers, and
eight destroyers. The German losses
are believed to have been about the

same number of ships although
much less aggregate to tonnage.
British naval experts maintain tha:
Great Britain continues to-hold the su-
premacy of the sea by a safe margl.
and that her enormons navy . coul:
more afford the losses it suffered tha
could the Germans. The first repo:
of the heavy loss »f life, unhappily ha:
not heen revised. Great Britaifi mourn
for more than 4,000 of her seamen
while the German loss is variosly e:-
timated at between 3,000 and 5,000.
