The tus-
sock larva is easily recognizable by its yellow hairy body,
black stripes and feathery tuft on the head. Thy ave
very destructive to trees and every precaution should
be taken to prevent their multiplication by destroying
the cocoons wherever they are found: A band of tarred
sacking around the trunk of the tree will prevent their
climbing to the leafy branches and this precautior should
be taken at once. It is not probable that much damage
will be done this summer as the leaves are now well har-
dened, but judging by the numbers of them now to be
seen they will have to be reckoned with next spring and
the best time for reckoning with apest of this kind is be-
fore it hecomes too numerous. '
