Mr, W. J. Reid, President, in his
remarks said that for the past two
or three meetings they have been
speaking with bated breath on the
subject of hogs, but today when you
mention the subject you invariably
see @ smile on the faces of produc-
ers. By way of comparison, a few
years ago talk was about the great
war, the great prosperity, the great
depression and it is now the great
advancement,

The stage is set for the greatest
advancement in . Both local
and foreign markets are open to us,
but production lags.

The most important item in the
sdvancement is the local swine show
and sale held in Chatrlottetown each
fall. At the last sale nineteen boars
and nineteen sows were sold for a
total of $069.00 with a top price of
$60.00 and an average price of $25.00.
A number of swine shows were held
at fairs throughout the province last
year, but this year the grant is l-
able to be withdrawn. The Bacon
Hog Fair is one of the things we
would not like to see dropped. A
resolution should be passed, added
the President, asking that these fairs
be continued as they are chiefly res-
ponsible for the interest.in shipping
elubs.

The Boar Bonusing jpolicy, con-
tinued Mr. Reid, took precedence
over all policies of the Dominion
Live Stock Branch. He sincerely
hoped it would be continued.

Another matter of province-wide
interest is the grading of hogs. For
the past number of years there has
been a movement on foot to have
hogs graded on the rail and this will
be established here if the producers .
are willing. The man who produces
the superior article should get the
preference, but under the present
system this is not always the case.

He went.on to say that he was
very interested in Advanced Registry
work. The Live Stock Branch is to
establish testing stations where hogs
will be assembled under similar cir-
cumstances so that relative improve-
ment may be checked.

Looking at the hog industry from
the Empire point of view, Mr. Reld
said the principal outcome of the
Imperial Conference. as far as they
were concerned was the British Ba-
con Quota.

He cited figures to prove the
greatly increased consumption of
Canadian bacon by the British peo-
ple. We have mot nearly reached
our quota. We are not producing
enough to supply our Maritime
plants, which can - handle fifteen
hundred head per week. There is a
possibility of increasing our trade
with the United States in the near
fulure. The administration of the
United States has taken one of the
biggest steps in the history of the
world. We trust that their program
will meet with a satisfactory meas-
ure of success.

The
schools taught the pupi's to study,
work and live together, he said. Co-
operation had to come from within
the people, not coercion from with-
out, and the sprit of co-operation
was developed in the folk high
schools.

“We don’s finish anything. We
just start something” was the com-
ment of a Danish principal with re-
gard to the work of those institu-
tions.

The ordinary school system was
an excellent one, Professor Shaw
said. Pupils were compelled to g
to school till they were fourtcen
gyears of age. No man o woman
was able to obtan a teacher’s
cense till over 21 ‘ycars of age, with
four years of training. Instead of |
having a group of children to teach
in the schools, the Danes demand
maturity in their teachers This
was one of the secrets of their suc-
cess.

Investigators who went to Den-
mark to investigat~ co-operat on
inva‘iab'y turned to an investiga-
tion of the educaticnal system as
the basis of the success of that
country.

various causes, mainly, Black Leg,
Leaf Roll, Mosaic, foreign variety
and for being adjacent to diseased
fields. By far the greatest factor
in these rejections is the mosaic dis-
ease which continues to spread in
our Green Mountains. The very fact
that few, if any, Green Mountain
fields are absolutely free of this dis-
ease, should be sufficient reason’ for
our better, or preferably all our
growers to plant a seed plot in an
endeavour to reduce or eliminate
this trouble. The other diseases re-
corded are more or less under con-
trol but a word of warning is now
issued to all growers to pay more
attention to the following first fun-
damentals of successful seed potato
production: (1) Plant nothing but
the very best certified stock. (2)
Plant a tuber unit seed plot. (3)
Give greater attention to planting,
fertilizing, and cultural methods.

Nor does the growers' responsibil-
ity end there. He should see to it
that his stock is hauled to shipping
point warehouse or railway siding in
perfect condition. The handling by
outside truckers, motor and sailing
vessels, as well as at the various
ports by the stevedoring companies,
leaves much to be desired, if this
very tender and perishable article is
to arrive at its final destination in
as near the same condition as it
leaves the growers’ premises. I
stands to reason that every smashed
or split tuber is that much less to
the ultimate consumer and natur-
ally reacts against the trade in gen-
eral and so much so that every per-
son concerned in the handling of
the potato crop will eventually han-

dle that much less, unless great care |

is exercised in handling.

Shipments to Cuba, which are us-

ually quite heavy during the fall
saaeon, were consideraly lower this
year due primarily to the political
upheaval in that country. A total
of 83150 bushels were forwarded
compared with 161550 bushels in
1932, a decrease of 78400, The de-
mand, however, in other markets
offset this apparent loss by a wide
margin. Our records show a grand
total of 579,600 bushels shipped to
December 31st which compares very
favourably with 267,920 shipped dur-
ing the corresponding period of 1032,
or an increase of 311,680 bushels
and fortunately at much better
prices to the producer,
Incidentally, this is also an in-
crease over the shipments made in
the same period in 1931 by over 40,~
00 . bushels:

It is interesting to record that our
seed is finding its way into many
foreign markets. In addition to the
United States, the following coun-
tries received our seed: Cuba, Jam=
alca, Santo Argentine,
Vi la, Haitd, P and Ber-
muda.
