his musiclans.. In a room, about 30
women of the ensemble were gath-
ered in filmy costumes awaiting their
call for & ballet. Just as the record-
ing was to begin, there was a sud-
| den flash, the first of the explosions.

Those in the Studio began to make.

for the exits, but six more explosions
followed in rapid order, cutting off
escape for many. The second explo-
sion brought the first fatality when
the others took their toll. Flames
spurted from behind and around
through the big black velvet drop
which had been set at the rear of
the stage. Women screamed as they
fled in their {ilmy costumes.

The scene was one of intense con-
fusion. Of the dead five were men |
and four were women. Their bodles
were brought from the building and
laid on the curb while ambulances
and {fire apparatus came screaming

DETROIT, Dec, 10—Despond-
ent because he had lost $100,000

children of Charlottetown against
diphtheria, of which a number of
cages have been reported, were un-
dertaken by the City Council at its
regular menthly meeting Monday
night.

MacMillan, City Health Officer, the
Qouncil voted the sum of $500 for the
City Board of Health to purchase
toxoid to be used In the treatment
of children so as to immunize against
diphtheria.

Dr. P. A, Oreelman, Provincial
Health officer was present and told
»f the splendid results obtained from
this treatment In other Canadian
towns and cities, and through him
the toxold will be procured. Dr. Mac-
Millan promised the assistance of
the Red Cross nurses who will con=
duct the work of preparing the chil-
dren for inoculation, and it is as-
sumed that the city doctors will do
the inoculating.
