- The miracle that alone can save Bucharest is still

awaited. ‘It may take the ordinary course of miracles
and be performed at the very last moment, but the
fate of Roumania will be decided not when the Rou-
manians and Russians make a stand, but when the
Teutons cease their operations. The saving or the]
capture of Bucharest is supposed to be the gauge of
the struggle now going on, although General Falken-
hayn has declared that the Teutons’ main object is the
destruction of the Roumanian armies and not the cap-
ture of cities. If this is Falkenhayn’s task he has not
yet succeeded, in spite"of 'his brilliant campaign, for
Betlin has' reported only comparatively small cap-
tures: of ‘men and munitions:
Something like 20,000 men had been captured in
the drive up to November 18. Added to this are an
equal number taken by Mackensen in Dobrudja and
incidental losses in Transylvania, a few thousand cap-
tured in southwestern Roumania, and the recent hauls,
The grand total to date, based on Berlin reports, falls
well below 100,000. This bears but slight relation to
the invasipn but has an important bearing upon the
future opposition of the Roumanians, before or after
the fall of Bucharest. It means that, while half of
Roumidnia; may soon be in the Téutonic hands, more
than half of the Roumanian army remains in the field.

Dec. 5— England's
well ' known " astrcloger, Raphael,
whose ' prediétions, are always awajt-

éd with interest, has just issued his
almanac for 1917, in which nhlel pll:le-
dicts the end of the war. in 1917. He
uaya{'tlinffﬁ?h? ‘President of the Unit.
od" States ‘'will be 'in danger during
the winter, as well as some notable
citizens’ of the States. He predicts
a serious naval disaster in the Unit-
ed States dyring the. symmer and the
inauguration ef a religious crusade
against places of amusement. .

In regard to the war, it is signifi-
cant that astrologers in the United
States have also predicted the emnd
of the war in 1917, the majority ~ of
them, fixing the date about July 27.
Raphael says that in the fall and
winter of the present year (1916)
there is an omincus direction of Mars
and Saturn which protends the de-
feat of Germany, the overthrow of
knightly power and the establish-
ment of a German republic; 1917
will see the end of the war and the
Kaiser too.

Raphael also sees trouble in Great
Britain after the war, and adds:—

In the horos-
cope of President Wilson Raphael
sees trouble brewing also.
“President Wilson'is a clever man,’
he says, “but trouble awaits him. His
Jupiter is in Aries near our King’s
ascendant, which is decidedly favor-
able, and he cherishes no ill will a-
gainst this country, but we must not
overlook the fact that his Mars by
progressive motion comes over our
King's ascendant.
