Tacked

History

NEW YORK, Aug. 2 — (AP)
— Everything that Babe Ryth did
and everything connected with
that legendary baseball hero who
died last week took on huge pro-
portions,

So it was only natural that the
mighty bambino, who drew the
highest salaries, should also draw
the largest fines,

No player before or since ever
came close to that $5,000 assess-
ment - plastered ‘on the Babe by

manager Miller Huggins In the
summer of 1925,
The real trouble, as learned

later from Ruth and other sources,
started i{n spring training of that
'25 season. Ruth, who had added
the‘ batting title to his home.run
croyn the previous year for his
best season to date, reported to
spring training alarmingly fat and
bloated.

Huggins worked him harder
than anybody in camp, But the
task of removing the excess flesh
in camp was so great that it fine
ally taxed Ruth's system. He be-
came so sick one Sunday the club
doctor ordered him to bed, just
before a scheduled exhibition game
In Chattanooga, Tenn, Just before
game time, he arpeared on the
field in uniform.

And despite the fever, he hit
one of the longest home runs of
his career that afternoon,

Sudden Collapse

It was In Asheville, N.C., a week
before the opening of the season
that Babe, walking through the
railroad station, staggered and
toppled in a heap to the. floor,
players picked him up and rush-
ed him back to the hotel where
a doctor diagnosed it as a selzure
of influenza which had mbgcked
Ruth's entire system.

He was out of the X__wse line-
up until June 1, The club could
not get. started without the Babe
and as the season progressed it
became steadily worse. Huggins
tried tongue lashing, but the
players merely laughed at him,

Ruth returned gune 1 and f{f
Huggins thought it mwas rough
befcre, it became almost unbear-
able with Ruth back. The Babe
became indifferent to orders and
instructions of his manager. And
stayed out late and broke various
training rules.

The final blowoff came one
night when the Babe, in high-
spirits, picked Huggins up bodily
and threatened to drop the little
manager off a speeding train,

Next day, Hug summoned Ruth
for one last attampt to convince

the great slugger that he was
wrong.
“Ruth gave me his answer,”

Huggins sald, “He told me the
club’s plight was all my fault and
that I was trying to blame him
for it. He defied me to send him
home. There was nothing else Y
could do.”

Huggins made a long distance
call to Col. Jake Ruppert in New
York,

“Colonel,” he tcld the owner of
the Yankees, “I'm fining Babe
Ruth $5000 and suspending him
indefinitely for insubordination.
