This great
merchant marine movement will
continue, despite anything enemy
submarines may do, or try to do.
In the connection bhe minister ex-
plains that successful attacks on
submarine boats are not to be re-
ported, as such information might
shown the enemy where mnaval
strength is concentrated. Can-
adlans will appreciate this pre-
caution while resting assured that
their evergrowing Navy will be
fully equal to its task of protect-
ing shipping in the sea lanes lead-
i to and from the British Isles.

TRANSPORTATION TO
g THE MAINLAND

8ir:—In referring to our ap-
proaching Summer touristry, you
said in Thursday’s Guardian, “Let
us not forget that the Prince Bd-
ward Island. (ferry) will have to go
off the route for overhauling and
there is no car ferry steamer to
substitute for her.” Presumably
that means that during the over-
hauling period we shall have no
means of importing or exporting
merchandite by railway car, or of
crossing to the mainland ourselves.
Moreover, so far as the public has
been informed, there is no steamer
or steamehip available either for
passenger or freight service be-
tween Charlottetown and the
mainland,

In a letter receatly addressed wo
Mr. Ainsworth, as President of the
Charlottetown Board of Trade,
suggested that the Dcminion Gov-
ernment be asked to dredge the
appreach bo  the Charlottetown
railway wharf, so that, until such
time as the steamship, S.S. Char-
lottetown shall have been replac-
ed, ships of all sizes could dock in
Charlottetown on the East side of
the railway wharf, which unlike
the West side, is in gocd repair. All
that would be required would be
that the short distance from the
wharf would be dredged, a compar-
atively inexpensive undertaking,
and one that could be done in a
few weeks time after the ice has
disappeared,

I understand that the Board of
Trade regarded the above propos-
al favourably but did net include it
in the resolution addressed to
Prime Minister King as it was felt
that it would be unwise to make
more than one request at a time.

A little further consideration
would, I believe, have made the
members of the Board realize that,
as in any event, it will take many
months and pessibly years fer the
Government to supply the Island
with a new ferry, the dredging
would be simply a matter of safe-
ty insurance, while it would at the
same time free the Island of it's
present serious handicap of hav-
ing to ship all it's produce over
seas by rail to Halifax or Montreal
at a prohibitive cost.

It is to be hoped that the Board
of Trade and the City Council will
take such steps as may be nece:s-
ary to bring this matter before the
Dominion Government in  time to
be passed upon during the present
session,

Ch;;chill Reaction
On Churches

how the Churchill oratory may have
produced a reaction in the churches,
but a notable editorial in the United
Church Observer proves the fact.
The editor was among the journal-
ists who were particularly addressed
by Mr. Churchil] at Ottawa and the
former admits that he was greatly
struck by the view that Mr.

His appeals have not
fallen on deaf ears in England; they
have a new sense of what sacrifice
means,” Here the editor points the
lesson that that word lies at the
very basis of religion which was
founded on sacrifice, yet unfor-
tunately the ordinary church mem-
ber rarely thinks of his religion as
demanding a sacrifice from him.
