KING’S COUNTY AND
CAPE TRAVERSE.

The temperance people of Kings
County are fortunate in having as
their prosecutor one who so fearlessly
enforces the law. Mr Bearsis leav-
ing no stone unturned in order to
stop the'illicit sale of liquor in that
county. He is succeeding admirably,
although working in the face of strong
opposition from the friends of the
rum sellers. His movements are
closely watched and news of
his approach to ~a village or
centre is at once telephoned
in advance of his arrival,in order that
the evil doers may have their places
of business closed-

Another obstacle frequently en-
countered by Prosecutor Bears is in
the-case of convicting a woman with
a helpless family. The community
think they have no right to maintain
the children while the mother is serv-
inga term in jail. Consequently
some are disposed to allow her to
continue s¢ling. The government
will not should>r the responsibility of
providing for the children, and the
prosecutor is certainly not supposed
todo so. The consequence is that
occasionally an offender of tanis kind
is allowed to go free. '

While in such cases the govern-
ment might beinduced to take some
steps, it is apparent that the remedy
lies entirely with the community. This
female monster can readily gauge the
feelings of her neighbors and when she
discovers thatno leniency will be shown
her, or that during her imprisonment
the care of her children will be left to
the dupes whom she has deceived, she
will readily find a more honorable
way of providing for them. In fact
the existence of liquor saloons in a
community is but the reflection of the
strength of temperance sentiment in
that community.

That a woman is a widow with a
helpless family is no excuse for her
selling liquor, n-.r should this fact en.
title her to the slightest leniency from
the law. There are hundreds - of
widows in this province making an
hounest, honorable living and while the
one class are entitled to every re-
spect, the other, by their traffic are
branded as the most despicable of
creatures,

Prosecutor Bears isgreatly indebted
to many good people -throughout the
county for valuable aisistance rendered
but many others retard the work by
too much gruwbling and no practical
help, not being aware of the thousand
and one obstacles inthe way of en-
forcing the law. The prosecutor is
ready to give the names of eighteen
twenty persons who have been

IS GENERAL GARCIA DEAD?

A Report, C ered Doubtful, fays

NEw YOrk.J uly.22—- A Kingston,Ja-
maica,cable to ‘the ‘Evening Post. says:
Cubans arriving from Siborey report
General Garcia dead. The last word
directly received from tne Cuban Junta
in this city from General Garcia, was
dated before Santiago,July 11. It was
a cable message,and stated br:cfly that
he was well, and that the pregr.ss of
events was satisfactory. At that time
Garcia was to the west of Santiago,
guarding against the app:- ach of ex-
pécted reinforcements to the ciy.
General Garcia was ore uf the older
and abler of the Cuban .revelnm::cnists.
| Admiral Sampson spoke iu high terms
of his soldierly and intelligent bearing
when he went on hoard the flagship.His
special field of operations for the past
two years has been the Province of Sant-
iago, where he successfully evaded the
superior Spanish forces sent out to de-
feat and capture him.
General Garcia was in his sixtieth
vear, and was regarded by the insur-
gents as one of their most  intrepid
soldiers. In the ten years’ war his
skill, bravery and epnergy, won him
continued promotion uatil he 1eceived a
generai’sstar. Inan action in 1874,
Garcia was surrounded by Spanish
tronps; rather than surrender he shot
himself through the chin with suicidal
intent. He recovered avnd was sent to
Spain. He was released in 1877, when
the peace of Zanjon was declared.
Garcia at one time set out for -New
York. and organized an expedition to
Cuba. He landed in Santiago de Cuba,
but was taken prironer a second time
He eluded the vigilance of the prison
guards in Spain one night. after a fif-
teen years' imprisonment, and fled 1o
Eogland.
Garcia was the promo‘er of the Hawk-
ins expedition, which lefc this city on
January, 1896, with three hundred
men and alarge quantity. of supplies
and ammunition. The vessel sank. He
next fitted out the Bermuda, which was
seized mpon the eve of her departure in
February, 1896, by a United States mar-
sbal and his deputies. = Garcia was ar-
rested and released in $2.500 bail. He
at once made another star:, and landed
in Cuba several days before the day set
for his trial in this city. For the last
two years he has been engaged in con-
ducting the: campaign of the Cubans
agzinst Spain in the Provigce of San'i-
go de Cuba.
