We would point out several fac-
tors having immediate application
to the sale herein reported: Ate
tendance of buyers wes consider-
ably smaller than in  Jamuary,
particularly with regard to the
United States and South Ameri-
can trade. In this connection it
will be noted that a period of only
slightly more than three weeks
elapsed between the January and
February sales, so that there was
lttle time for merchandise taken
up by the trade in January to be
manufactured and absorbed by the
retail trade. Also, a major fur
auction sale was held in New York
at the same time as the Canadian
Fur Auction Sales Company eale
was held. In addition, recent inter-
national political developments in
Argentine have tended to create

They
are completely covered with long
silver or a blue-white guard fur
all over the entire body, even
throat and belly. Muzzles are black
as well as the ears, Tall is the same
color as the body and there is no
fur waste whatever in the pelt.

York the 13 Radium pelts sold were
not of tha best quality but even
at that one of them brought $140.
