‘They can clinch the title by beat-
ing Leafs here Tuesday night, which
would be a complete revenge. A year
ago the Leafs rode to the cham-
pionship with three consecutive wins
over' Lester Patrick’s blueshirts.
Winners over Montreal - Canadiens
and Detroit Red Wings in the qual-
ifying play-offs, Rangers won the
first final-serles game from To-
ronto 5-1 at New York,
