Nazi Balkan
Armies claim
Advances

BERLIN, April 7—(AP)—The
German Balkan armies claimed
general advances tonight against
both te Yugoslavs and Greeks,
whose fortified points were declared
to have been broken in gharp as-
saults, but the public was warned
not to expect the quick and sensa-
tional successes of the French cam-

paign,

claims of steady forward
movements came in the evening,
supplementing earlier statements
that Nazi troops had thrust Into
Yugoslavia to a distance of 18 to 256
miles and were bitterly engaging
the CGreeks along the Struma River
in the regions of the Greek-Yugo-
slav fromtier,

German bombers supported the
advance, it was stated, by attacks
on airports and transport facilit'es.
“Important stretches” of raliway
were reported destroyed by di ect
hits in Yugoslavia, where there are
comparatively few through lines,

The high command itself an-
nounced that “stubborn resistance”
was being met; the press and radio
argued that in the difficult terrain
of Serbia lay Britain’s “only hope.”
“Mountain warfare,” observed the
commentork Dienst Aus Deutsch-
land, “is no blitzkrieg.”

The destruction of 98 Yugoslav
planes—35 in dogfights and 63 on
the ground—was claimed.

OTTAWA, April 7T — (CP) —
Agriculture Minister Gardiner told
the House of Commons today the
British government will require at
least, 28,000,000 pounds of bacon
and hams from Canada this year
in addition to the amount contract-
ed for in the bacon agreement con-
cluded last fall.

Tieing the %overnment's wheat
acreage reduction program to the
need of getting coarse grains to
feed Canada’s expanding lvestock
population, the Minister disclosed
that threeway food supply discus=
slons have been in progress between
the Canadian, British and United
States governments.

Because these nexotiations were
in progress, he said, it was mnot
possible to disclose the govern-
ment's full reasons for the wheat
acreage reduction plan when the
plan was announced a few weeks
ago.

The plan includes a bonus of $2
an acre to western farmers on land
taken out of wheat and sown to
oats, barley and other coarse grains.
It. was necessary, he said, that
Canada obtain more coarse grains
to feed the larger numbers of hogs,
cattle, and other livestock now car-
rled on Canadian farms. It was al-
8o necessary that the price of coarse
grains should not be forced up by
scarcity to a level which would be
too high for livestock rtoducers to

pay.

Under the bacon agreement of
last fall, concluded during Mr. Gar-
diner’s visit to the United Kingdom
for consultations with British au-
thorities, Canada agréed to supply
425,000,000 pounds in the year start-
Ing Nov. 1, 19040, The additional a-
mount now required brings the
total anticlpated shipments to
Great Britain for the present vear
