The following speech of Dr. T.
V. Grant, M. P. for King’s, is from
the Hansard report of the House
of Commons debate, Dec. 7, on
the motion to support the Gov-
ernment’s limited conscription pol-

cy:

Dr, Grant: “Mr, Speaker, I am
not going to follow the remarks
of the last speaker, the hon. mem=
ber for St, John-Albert (Mr. Haz-
en), except to say that his speech
was the most tolerant and the least
bitter of any speech’ that has been
made so far by members opposite.

“I was elected by a very large
majority for the constituency of
Kings in 1940 to come to Ottawa
to support the Liberal party, under
the leadership of the present
Prime Minister (Mr. Mackenzie
King), and in 1942 that govern-
ment was released from its com-
mitments in regard to conscrip-
tion. A few weeks ago I
again given the nomination for my
own riding and I pledged myself
that when I came to Ottawa I
would support the Liberal party.
If I had not done that I would not
have been given the nomination
for the next election.

“On Tuesday night last we were
privileged to  listen to an able

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speech delivered by the member
for Lotbiniere (Mr, Lapointe), who
is himself an officer fresh from
