unspent of $1,600. In 1892, they voted

voted and $4,607 spent, in 1900 $5,800

was voted and $3,830 spent, or $2,000

less than their vote.  They always

had plenty of money to spend and a
surplus to spare. During the whole

of their regime the Liberals voted
$62,000 and spent $59,000 so that dis-

posed of the argument of Mr. Lea that

the Liberals did the most they could

for Agriculture with the money at

their command.

Leader
of the Opposition had blamed the gov-
ernment for introducing too may sub-
Jects into the currlculum. Wag that
correct? He challenged the Opposi-
tion to prove that they had overload-
ed the curriculum. The present Egov-
ernment had not added one subject.
It was the Liberals who had done so,
and it was the Liberals who had al-
tored the conditions for admission into
Prince of Wales College, whereby
French, Scientific Temperance, Geo-
metry, Algebra and Latin were added
to the curriculum.

LAURIER RESOLUTION
REJECTED 82 TO 44

Four Members of Government Voled
with Opposition. Sir Wilfrid

Laurier Disposes o

of “April Fool

Joke’* as Without Foundation.

OTTAWA, April b.—Following the
Government's announcement of ‘a
thorough investigation of the Kyte
charges by a royal commission, the
Laurier resolution calling for a gener-
al investigation of the work of
shell committee by a parliamentary
committee, was rejected in the House
last night on a vote of 82 to 44.

The final stage of the debate brought
no new developments so far as the
Opposition was concerned, despite
the deligent circulation of rumors that
more ‘“bombs” were to be dropped.
Only two Liberal members took part in
the discussion today, Mr. E. M. Mac-
Donald of Pictou and Sir Wilfred Lau-
rier, the latter exercising his right as
mover of  the resolution to deliver a
second speech, in which he persisted
in his demand for an inquiry by a par-
liamentary committee in preference to
the testing of the Kyte charges by a
judical commission.

Earlier in the afternoon the Liberal
leader had taken occasion to dispose
of a report widely dissemanated by his
own press to the effect that he had
been called in conference by the Duke
of Connaught “as to the course T
should follow in connection with a cer-
taln investigation,” the report, said
Sir Wilfred, was without foundation.

Sir Thomas White, Minister of Fi-
nance, who adjourned the debate on
Tuesday of last week following the
presentation of the Kyte charges, re-
sumed his speech to-day. = The Minis-
ter met the Liberal argument point by
point and left no point of it remain-
ing. ¥He showed that the Government
had taken the one covarse by which the
country could be certain to get the
actual facts with reference to the four
contracts covered in the Kyto charges.
If the Opposition really wanted the
facts they would get them., Sir Tho-
mas confounded Sir Wilfred Laurler
by a reminder of the course taken by
the former Premier when, as head of
the late Government, he had refused
an investigation of the West Huron
and Brockville Election charges by a
parliamentary committee, arguing that
an adequate inquiry could not be per-
formed by .a parliamentary committee
but that there must be a judical inves-
tagation of the- fullest character.
The same course, Sir Thomas recalled

had been taken by other Liberal Pre-

the.

miers, by Sir Oliver Mowatt and by
Sir George Ross in Ontario,, by Mr.
Norris in Saskatchewan and by Pre
mier Murray of Nova Scotia. The
parallel in the Nova Scotia case, Sir
Thomas showed; had been partlcular
ly close.

Sir Wilfred Laurier devoted an honr
and a half to a continuation of his ar
gument for an investigation by parlin-
mentary committee into all the trans-
actions of the shell committee. Hc
declared that the demand for an inves-
tigation did not come from Liberal:
alone, and that the government ought
not to turn the light upon part of the
work of the shell committee and not
on any other. He quoted a numbe:
of British precedents justifying the
holding of inquiries durng the pregress
of the war, and declined to admit that
the shell committee was in fact an im-
perial body.

Mr. E. M. MacDonald claimed that
while General Bertram and Col. Car-
negie were in New York to negotiatc
the fuse contracts a responsible con-
tractor had offered to manufacturc
the fuses required on the basis of cos’
of production with five per cent adderi
for profit then Colonel J. Wesley Alli-
son had turned up and told this con
tractor to add seventy-five cents per
fuse to the cost. This seventy-five
cents to be split four ways, one part
to the Contractor, one to Allison, and
the other two to  parties unnamed.

CANADA’S SHARE

IN EMPIRE’S WAR

A Tofal of 275,000 Men Recruited

Cost to End of

Calendar Year -

$152,996,018.95.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

OTTAWA, April 6.—A statement of
Canada's war expenditure, with the
establishment, strength, organization
and distribution of the expeditionary
force, has been printed for presenta-
tion to Parliament. Up to March 18th,
262,000 officers and men joined the
expeditionary force, besides 13,000 on
garrison duty in Canada, bringing the
total up to 275,000. There remains a
balance of 226,000 to be raised. The
forces are  distributed as follows:—
Overseas, elsewhere than in England,
62,000; overseas, in or on passage to
England, 44,000, and in Canada 134,000
or total effectives of. 240,000, with non-
effectives, casualties, etc. of 22,000,

This is a total expeditionary force of
262,000. Troops on Garrison duty.
etc., in Canada number 13,000, a grand
total of 275,000.

The expeditionary force consists o..
or will presently consist of, an arm;
corps of three divisions; a fourti
division (not yet formed); a brigade o!
cavalry; line of communlcnlon units;
units allotted to overseas garrison:
and troops in England and Canado.
Three Canadian general hospitals an\l
three stationary hospitals are also ser
ving in.the British Mediterranean ex
peditionary force. i
