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WHEN WILL THE WAR END ?
There is no question more frequently
asked and few more difficult to answot
than that placed at the head of this
article. It was asked at the beginning of
hostilities and many sanguine persons
then predicted a shoxt, sharp and decisive
struggle, It was asked at the beginning
of the new year, when our forces had
been everywhere checked. Then it seemed
tha: the struggle might go on for years, <o
great was found to be the difficulty of ob-
trining decisive victory over intrenched
enemies armed with the best weapons.
The question comes up again now [that
Kimberly and Ladysmith have been tre-
lieved, Cronje, with a portion of his army
made prisoners, and the Boer forces prac-
tically driven out of Natal and Cape
Colony.

So compietely has the war situation
changed for the better within a few weeks
that some inconsiderate persons (have
rushed to the conclusion that the struggle
is nearly over. We regret being unable to
share in this hope. Evidently the British
Government does think the war near its
end while sending out an additional fifty
odd thousand troops. We can all readily
believe that Kruger and his fellow con-
spirators would never have begun the
armed controversy had they foreseen the
present situation. They would doubtless
now be willing to make peace .if they
could do so by simply making Jthe con-
cessions asked of them last spring and
summer. The leaders of the Free State

Not-
withstanding the surrender of Crohje they
have a very formidable fighting force re-
maining, with abundant armsand am-
munition. The Trax_lsyga,l country pres-
ents many strong de}ensible‘ positions,
especially against an approach from the

- It might
take three months for the British invad-
ing force to reach Pretoria and as much
longer to reduce the fortifications there,
though we all hope it will not take so
long. Should further reverses be met
with, and reverses are always possible in
war, tae six months might be extended to
a year or longer. sk
