America’s Cup
Is Withdrawn

(A. P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.—The Royal
London Yacht Club has withdrawn
its challenge for the America’s Cup,
making it unlikely the ancient
yachting series will be resumed un-
til 1937 at the earliest.

Announcement of the withdrawal
of the challenge, which was made
Aug. 19 on behalf of Commodore
Charles Fairey, was made today by
George Cormack, Secretary of the
New York Yacht Club.

Shortly after the challenge was
filed the Royal London Yacht Club
made known that it was Fairey's
desire to conduct the series with
class “K” yachts —slightly smaller
than the “J’s” used last year by T
O. M. Sopwith of England and Hare
old S. Vanderhilt of New York.

Replying that the America’s Cup
should be “raced for by yachts of
the largest and fastest class racing
at the time and eligible under the
deed of gift,” the New York Y. C.
responded that with at least six “J”
vessels in the waters of Great Bri-
tain and the United States the
“present political and economic sit«
uation” makes it unpropitious at
this time to start a new class of
yachts,

American yachting officials deem-
ed it unlikely another challenge for
a match next year would be issued
but expressed the probability the
series would be renewed in 1937
when it is anticipated Sopwith may
challenge with a new yacht now
under construction.

Schammer Und Osten, chief of the
Nazi official sport organization, may
visit the United States to confer

The German sport leader will
speak in Paris on Nov. 29 and in
London a few days later to Franco-
German and Anglo-German bodies
concerning German sports and the
Berlin Olympics, over which much
controversy has raged in recent
months.
