Thé magnificent response to the appeal for the Brit-
ish Red Cross is creditable alike to the Island’s spirit
of generosity and humanitarian sympathies, A sum
o? $10,793.66 was collected on this special occasion,
which is ‘in addition to the $12,056.36 subscribed for
the Canadian Red Cross Society since the war bégan.
This does not take into account the value of the work
sent by the ladies of the province which runs “into
seven figures, although the total has not yet been com-

ways ready to respond to appeals of a patriotic char-|
acter; since the war began fourteen separate appeals

have been made, and the result in cash alone has been

close on $100,000—equal to one year’s subsidy from

the Dominion Government. And we’ have not yet

begun to ‘feel that we Have been generous.

The Red Cross, of course, has claims upon our
sympathies that perhaps no other fund has, with the
exception of the Patriotic. fund—which should go
hand-in-glove with it. The former provides for the
wounded on the land and sea; the latter. for the
disabled and orphaned when the battle is over and the
casualties summed up.

It may be interesting to recall that the inception of
the work of the Red Cross was due to the efforts of
M. Henri Dynant, a Genevan philanthropist, who,
after being an eye-witness of the tragic results of the

forces and those of Austria in 1859, wheré 40,000 dead |
and wounded was the toll paid, wrote his epoch-mak-
ing volum&sUn Souvenir de Solferino, to direct atten=
tion to the crying evils resulting from the inadequacy’
of the medical provision for the wounded, who were
thereby often.condemned to a‘lingering and painful
death on the field of attle. The horrors and haréships'f
of the Crimean campaign, which the efforts of Flor-.
ence Niightingale and her devoted companions had,
done so much to alleviate, had afforded a terrible ob-
ject-lesson in the same direction, and were compara-{
tively fresh in the public recollection. They had made
a deep impression on M, Dunant, and the ocular de-;
monstration of Solferino had touched him profoundly,

The sequel to the publication’of this touching story
was a conference -of philanthropists at Geneva which
outlined a plan of international medical service for
times of war. A convention representing fourteen
countries was next called to consider the whole ques-
tion and the plan was discussed and finally agreed to
in August, 1864. The Convention was adopted by the
British Government and signed on their befalf in.
February, 1865, but little was don€ towards forming a
society till July, 1870, when a meeting was held at
Willis’ Rooms in London for this purpose, and as a
xesult the “British National Society for Aid to the
Sick and Wounded in War” was formed. Subscrip-
tions of $1,500,000, towards which the late Lord Wan-'
tage gave $5,000, were received for the objects of 'tfxe
Society, which soon found an outlet for its energies.in
the Franco-German War,

superseded by a new Geneva Convention, framed in
the same city in July 1906, which provided for the neu-
tralisation of the sanitary. services of armies in the
field. “The treaty was, designed to remove soldiers
when sick and wounded from the category of combat-
