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THE NOVA SCOTIA ELECTIONS.

The Nova Scotia elections resulted
in the vindication of the Murray
Government, which at this distance
seems no very bad thing, by securing
two-thirds of the elected representa-
tives in its support. The majority,
which had been far too large for the |
best working of parliamentary insti-
tutions, was considerably reduced,
and this also must be regarded as a
good thing. The pretty. close divi-
gion in a good many counties would
further indicate that the majority
secured by the Government in the
House is considerably. larger in pro-
portion than its popular majority at
the polls. This often happens in el-
ections.

The Liberal. party has had a very
extended term of power in Nova Sco-
tia, dating from August, 1882. In
all that time it has had but three
leaders, Hon. W. T. Pipes, 1882-34,
Hon, W. 8. Fielding, 1884-96, and
Hon. George H. Murray since the lat-
ter date. Premier Murray has al-

In fact it has only been in
comparatively recent years and upon
a small scale, mostly on the Great
Lakes, that steel tonnage has been

United States and Canada. Its intro-
duction was coincident with the be-
ginning of the decline in our tonn-
age.

The lowest figure was reached in
1906 when the total registered ton-
nage of Canada had fallen to 654,-
179 tons. This was considerably less
than Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick had in 1879, their total being
over 892,000 tons, while Nova Scotia
alone had 552,159 tons.

It is noteworthy that the turn of
the tide in-shipbuilding has apparen-
tly been reached and since 1906 there
has been a slow but gradual in-
crease. The tonnage registered in
Canada at the end of 1910 was 7,-
904 vessels of 750,929 tons. It will
be seen that the vessels built and re-
gistered in Canada are much smaller
than they were thirty years ago. We
have indeed more vessels than we
had in 1878 but with only about one
half as much tonnage,

This is the first letter on our
new typewriter and you must not, be
surprised if there be a few mistakes.

This
is particularly so because a good deal
of attention must be given to the
machine until practise makes this
mechanical part a habit performed
without thought.
