Bishop Percy
has done the same for England.
Longfellow had a great lking for
the ballad and has translated and
imitated those of many countries.
Based on history, local or national
the ballad was not true to it; added
to or altered by generations of nat-
ural poets, accuracy was sacrificed to
more vivid emotional effect.

A ballade is, on the- “‘contrary, &
complicated and fixed form of verse
arranged on a precise system. Henrl
de Croi whose rules were reprinted
in 1493, laid it down that the bal-
Jade must contain three stanzas and
an ‘“envol.” Each of the four divis-
jons must terminate in the same re-
frain .and the whole poem must be
confined .to three or four rhymes.
Other. rules fix the number of lines
in the stanzas. The envol was omit-
ted by Chaucer and most mediaeval
poets,. but a ballade without an en-
vole lacks a sectlon ‘whose function
is to .bind the rest together in an
artisitc finale.

It must be noted that the envol
was dedicatory and vocatve and usu-
ally commenced wth the word
“Prince!”

Francols Villon, a raffish fellow,
