The excellent playing of Mr,
Mugford is well and favorably
known, not only to St. Paul's eon-
gregation, but to all music lovers
in Charlpttetown. His technique is
very brilliant and his musical dis-
crimination and judgment author-
{tative. But he excels particularly
in registration, choosing, as it
seems unerringly, from the tonal
palette afforded him by his instru-
ment those colours best suited to
the mood and character of the
music he is rendering. This was
particularly marked in the Bach
fugue; also in Vierne’s “Carillon de
Westminster”, the Parry ‘‘Scherzo”
and the much played and popular
Widor “Toccata”. Of the “Carillon”,
the programme note states: ‘“Louis
Vierne uses the notes of the fam-
ous Westminster Chimes as a basis
for the theme of this plece. The
Schulmeric Electronic Chimes are
used here as additional registration.
This work is dedicated to Henry
‘Willis, one of Britain's finest or-
gan builders.”

Mr. Lancaster possesses a lyrical
baritone voice of pure quality and
excellent intonation, which was
heard at its best in his second
group of songs. Incidentally, like
many Handel arias, “The Trumpet

cutting.

One wonders if Mr., Mugford
could be persuaded, later on, to
give an all Bach recital. As that in-
comparable master has written

and church and secular cantatas to
boisterous and hearty jigs, such a
programme need be by no means
monotonous or heavy.
