BRINGING  FORTUNES

They Cive Unanimous Tes-
timony As to the Wealth
of the Yukon-Amounts
Secured Bv Several Pros-
pectors.

Seattle. Wash., July 23, 1898. The
miners on the Roanoke ali tell the same
story of the wealth of the Klondyke, but
are reticent as to the amount of gold
brought out on this steamship. The
most conservative statement blaces the
amount in charge of the steamer com-
pany at $1.400,000, while the miners
have in their prosession a large amount.

[t is stated that nota dellar of the
vast treasure of the north American
Traasportation and Trading Company,
estimated a year ago at $35,000,000,
was bought down on this ship. Vague
rumors of privates and Spanish priva-
teers had their effect and the hearded
beld until another voyage.

A small fortune was spent with the
storkekeeper of the Roanoke on the way
down for chan pagne. It was bought by
the case and many a bottle was opened
‘simply for the ¢<pop,” the contents be-
ing spilled on the deck. The waiters
who was so fortunate as to cater to the
Klondikers reaped a rich reward in the
tips. One waiter got $48 for attending
the stateroom of a liberal passenger.
Harry A. Steel a newspaper man,who
had been voted a good fellow by some
half intoxicated miners, was given an
impromptu bath in champagne ' He
was pounced on and held by half a
dozen of them while their comrades
broke bottles of champagne over his
head, drenching him from head to
foot.

Conspicuous among those who retur.
Bed on the Roanoke was Joaquin Mill-
er, the poet of the Sierras. aftera
year’s stay.

“The Klordyke mines ars certainly
the richest ever found cn the face of
the earth,” he says, <but the gold is
harder to getatthan in any camp I
bhave known.” 1
The daily papers here issued extras
upon thearrival of the Roanoke.

The schooner Samoa also arrived
from St.Michael’s with thirty-six Klon.
dikers, who brought with them $300,
000 and $400,000 in gold dust. The
Samoa left St. Mickael’s July 6.
Among her passengers was Thomas

UNDER SPANISH YOKE.

Boston July 23 Before an iaterested
audience, Gabriel  Francois and Gul
seppe Monte told a story of eight years®
sufferings under the Spanish yoke in
Cuba, at Association Hall last evening.

The first speaker was M. Fran ;
who, thought a -Frenchman, bardly
sides with the majority of his ;
men in their sympathies for Spain.
address was delivered in the form of &
carefully prepared paper, setting forth
the history, natural recorces, and
ical and economic managment of Cubm,
together with some thrilling anecdotes
of the present Cuhan rebellion. The
speaker paid a hisu tribu‘e to the brav-
ery of Cuban women, and cited numer-
ous instances of their Amazonian valor.

Mr. Monte, who bears a half.dozen
scars as souvenirs of the visits of Span.
ish raiders, made a strong plea for an-
nexation. He declared that the Cubans
are intellectually unfit to govern them—
selves. Refering to recent reports or
Cuban opposition to the American ocen=
pation ot Santiago, Mr. Monte said that
if such is the case, it emanates from
the clerical class, which forsees in
American ownership of the island its
loss of prestige and power.

The story of persoval experiences
which the speakers told was pathetiee
Mr. Monte is a native of Rio Janeiro,
his mother being & German and his
father a Brazilian. Eight years ago he
took a plantation near El Caney,which,
‘through industrious cultivaion, he made
immensely productive. Six years 3
his troubles began, with the advent of
the war, and culminated in the loss® of
his estate by fire and devastation at the
hands of Spanish robbers. Out of the
150 servants whom he had imployed
many were killed. and he himself was
severely wounded. M. Francois, who
occupied an adjoining plination, dupli-
cates this experience with another of
equality harrowing details
