. (By British United Press)
LONDON, Jan, 30—A dramatic des-
cription of the burning of the full-
rigged ship Carpathian, last October,
at sea is related in the current issue
of the magazine, “Sea Breezes,” by
the acting third officer, John F. H.
Park, of Broughty Ferry.
Ttowas shortly after midnight, when
| Park who was asleep in his cabin, was
awakened by the cry “Ship on fire.”
Hurriedly he turned out and found
everyone engaged in passing water
aft into the cabin. ; i
¥ «The”second mate and I” writes
Park, “went down to the Iazaretto,
but were driven back by flames and
smoke, The captain then ordered the
afterhatches to be taken off; but no
sooner was this done than a cloud of
flame showed us the fire had gained
such a strong hold on the ship that,
nothing could be done to save her.
“The dinghy was the first in the
water, with three hands in her, The
other boats were then got over and
we left the ship, the flames being by
this time very fierce,
“We had not got far from her (all
hands baling to keep ou boat, the gig,
afloat) when the mate, who was in
charge of the pinnace, sang out that
they were sinking, and no sooner had
he sald so than she went down; but,
thank God, we got the men into our
boat all right.”
‘ 'Nine days did Park and his ten
companions spent in an open boat be-
fore being picked up by the Clasgow
barque, the Marion Srosby.

When they were picked up their
tongues were so parched that they
were unable to swallow.

“Constantly soaked with sea water,
never once, all those weary days and
nights, able to lie down, with sore and
swollen feet, frequent shivering fits,
cold, hunger, thirst and death staring
us in the face, we sufféred much.”

A littl\e dog they had with them had
the ‘same allowance as the men—it
was * very necessary, remarks the
author ominously to keep him alive
in case of need.

- LONDON, January 30—What was
probably the first form of “telegram”
