MONCTON, N.B, Aug. 13, — We

compared with enterprises which are
conceived solely for the purpose of
making money for their sharehold-
ers, said Sir Henry Thornton, Pre-
sident of the Canadian National
Railways, in speaking before the
employees of the Atlantic Region of
the system at the employees’ pichic
held at Point Du Chene today. The
President was replying to an address
which had been presented to him
on behalf of the employees of the
Atlantic Region, expressing their
appreciation “of the just and concil-
iatory treatment which has been ac-
corded them in their employment.”
The address said that the sugges-
tion to convey to Sir Henry some
mark of their appreciation origin-
ated with the Federated Trades of
Shop Craftworkers, but there was a
spontaneous desire on the part of
every department to join in that ex-
pression and so today you have be-
fore you representatives from the
entire regional staff.”
