RABBITS

Sir—Having learned for the first
time this winter of & closed season
for rabbits, I was astounded, 8as
were many more people, when they
heard of it. This, I believe, and
nearly every other Islander, to ke
the most unnecessary and unjust
Jaw in our constitution. Unneces=
sary, because there is no danger of
rabbits being shot, or snared to the
point of depletion, for the simple
reason that no man is going to g0
over & line of snares when he may
not get one rabbit in a mile tramp
woods in deep Snow,
what happens when
even half the rabbits in a certain
section are caught. Rabbits are not
so dumb as some people think; they
soon get wise to & snare, and then
it is almost impossible to catch
them, as anyone knows who has
done much snaring. At the price
some ranchers pay for meat, in this
case he would not make enough o
pay for wear and tear on clothes,

eager and ready to supply them if
assured a fair price, for during the
winter months the few dollars they
could make are badly needed at
home; but the law and short sea-
son spoils most of their chances.

I have had a man drive nearly
seven miles to sell me twenty rab-
bits, because he heard I paid a fair
price for them, which I could, ow-
ing to the honesty and fair-minded-
ness of ranchers I ship to. He to'd
me he kept his family in flour and
groceries through winter snarirg of
rabbits, and at little more than half
the price I paid him, This I know
to be but one case of many hundred
on Prince Edward Island today.
Many men and boys could do even
better but for an unjust law which
many break; nor can you blame
them.

One rancher I know told me he
pays nearly a thousand dollars a
month for rabbits from the main-
'and. He also said he would prefer

to buy Island rabbits if he could get
enough during the winter mo:ths:
But for this law I could s~ Fim
easily by buying from men and boys
around here who would start snar-
ing but for the law, and without
detriment to the stock of rabbits.

Fellow trappers and rabbit-takers,
don’t let mine be the only voice
raised in protest against such a law,
and you all know what I have said
is the truth. Speak to your M. P.s
and write if it be only a few lines.
Let them know we have an unfair
law in our constitution. And, you
M. P.’s who read this, change an act
that unnecessarily keeps some of
your needy followers from making,
the few dollars so badly needed
these hard times, and you win a lot.
of goodwill from needy voters.. Test
out some of your men, and see how
few approve of this law.
