Civil Service
Promotions
Unsatisfactory

(C. P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)

OTTAWA, April 15—Promotion
conditions within the civil service
are unsatisfactory, the annual re-
port of the Civil Service Commis-
sion, tabled today in the House of
Commons, says, Last year there
were 94 promotions only, while 235
civil servants were boosted to act-
ing rank only.
