Naval Casualties

More Than Other
Two Services

By The Canadian Press

Canada’s second destroyer loss of
the war —the sinking of the Mar-
garee in a North Atlantic collision
| —raised Royal Canadfan Navy cas-

ualties since war s to more
than the number of casualties re-
| ported by the other two branches of
Canada’s armed services combined.

One hundred and 40 officers and
men are missing and believed lost
in the sinking of the Margaree Oct.
23, naval service headquarters in
Ottawa reported last night. This an-
nouncement, together with a single
casualty amnounced last night, -
ed total Canadian Navy casualties
since war started to 213.

Canadian Active Service Force
casualties reported since the out-
break of war are 98 dead and miss-
ing. The Royal Canadian Air Force
losses to date are 73 dead mnd

Combined, these two services have
lost 171 men, dead and missing —
42 less than the navy alone.

Aside from the Migaree sinking,
the navy suffered another heavy loss
of men in sinking of the Canadian
destroyer Fraser m a collision off
Bordeaux, Franoce, last June.

The Fraser's commander, Cmdr.
R.W.B. Creery, survived the sinking
of his ship but the commander of
the Margaree, Cmdr. J.W.R. Roy of
Ottawa, was lost with his vessel,

He was the first Canadian na-
val commander to lose his life since
war gan.

Death toll of the Fraser disaster
was reported in the House of Com-
mons at 45,
