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BOAR INSPECTION

The attention of owners of boars is directed to the
following provisions of the Boar Bonus Policy:

Inspection of boars will take place up o but not later
than October 31st.

Boars to be eligible for inspection must be seven months
of age on October 31st, and no inspection shall be made on
boars that do mot qualify in this respect. Definitely ne
inspection shall take place subsequent to October 31st.

Boar owners are asked to make their application for
inspection not later than August 3lst.
