suits, East should not have doubled
the three-notrump contract reache
ed via such strong bidding. (North
had “reversed,” which in itself
shows a very strong hand.)
West sensed his partner's’ wishes
by opening a heart. Dummy’s nine
was put in to cover West's eight;
East won with the ten and re-
turned the heart queen, The king
won, and now declarer took stock.
He saw that if he tried to run dia-
monds and found East wwith a
stopper, as his double indicated,
the contract would be in great
jeopardy; therefore, declarer
cashed dummy's club ace and led
a spade, his idea being to try
for two spade tricks {n his own
hand, plus at least the club king.
East, on winning with the spade
king, coud not afford to lead am-
other heart because he would be
playing from the J-5 into dumrmy’s
A-6. So East exited with a club.
If declarer had considered the
situation carefully he would have
seen that while he could afford
to lose a club trick, he could mot
afford to lose it right now, and
certainly not to West, who might
have ancther heart to jead through
dummy. Thus, the club king was a
vital play at this point, but de-
clarer finessed and that was his
