CHIEF SCOUT REPLIES

Lord Baden-Powell replied:

‘“Your Honour, Mr, Premier, la-
dies and gentlemen: I thank you
most cordially ‘for the very gener-
ous, and, I may say, undeserved
welcome that you have accorded
to the Chief Guide and myself. I
say undeserved because as yet you
do not know here what we are do-
ing or what is our work, but I
hope that before leaving your hos-
pitable shores we shall have an
opportunity of seeing the Scouts
and Guides on the Island and I
trust that they will come up to
the standard of those we have seen
in. other parts of Canada. If they
do,—~well, then, they are boys and
girls that you may well be proud
of.

They came to
consider a union and of their de-
liberations was born the Dominion
of Canada.

“We of these generations are too
close to the picture to obtain a true
perspective.

“When we refer to this as the
birthplace of our Dominion we may
be losing sight of the fact that
here out of a great experiment rose
a new Embpire,

“After a United Canada came the
Commonwealth of Australia, the
Dominion of New Zealand, the Un-
ion of South Africa, the Federation
of the Malay States, and today
many of the basic principles of our
constitution are being woven into
the fabric of a new government for
India, and ere long a Federation
of the Islands of the British West
Indties may be an accomplished
act,

“Sometimes uncertainty is ex-
pressed as to the manner in which
the youth of today will carry the
responsibilities of the future. Doubt
arises with each generation and
always thqy take.over their shares
of the front line of good citizen-
ahlp with surprisingly few casual-

es.

“Scouting and Guiding are na-
tlonal and international idstitutions
and I am confident that many
thousands of boys and girls are to-
day being taught those qualities of
courage, devotion and cheerfulness
which are ‘the emergency rations to
tide them over all difficulties.

The psychologically-timed, In-
dependence-Day - appeal for the
United States to invoke the Kell-
ogg-Briand pact to outlaw war
concededly held potentialities for
involving the United States in a
touchy situation..

State Department officials re-
ported late today they had not yet
recelved official word of ‘the note
handed to Willlam P, George, the
United States Charge d’Affaires at
Addis Ababa,

The United States has. twice
made 'representations to prevent
hostilities since the Kellogg-
Briand pact. .

Relations between the United
States and Soviet Russia (not
then recognized by this govern-
ment) were seriously straihed
when ‘Henry L. Stimson, then Sec-
retary of State, invoked the pact’s
provisions against China and the
Soviet Union.

When, in the fall of 1929, hostil-
ities threatened Stimson formally
called the attention of the Chin-
ese and Soviet governments to
their obligations as adherents to
the treaty, and then took steps to
organize world opinion against the
threatening conflict by communi-
cating with Great Britain, Japan,
France, Italy ‘and Germany.

When hostilities finally broke
out—despite the peace appeal—the
United States ageza communicat-
ed with all signatories of the pact,
suggesting that they urge upon
China and the Soviet a peaceful
solition of the controversy. Thirty
seven nations associated them-
selves "with the government's ap-
peal, and the ensuing peace was
hailed as a victory for the pact
and for peace,

When the United States invoked
the pact two years later against
Japan and China, however, it not
only failed to stop Japanese ac-
tivitles in China’s Manchurian
provinces, but ereated a situation
which still complicates relations
between Japan and other powers.

The general opinion among of-
ficials *here is that Secretary of
State Cordell Hull will not make
any statement or move until after
an exhaustive examination of the
entire question and, possibly, in-
formal consultation with other na-
tions also signatories of the pact.

Blockade Uniikely

ROME, July 4—A government
spokesman sajd today Italy had
little fear that Britain would im-
pose an economic blockade to pre-
vent war between Italy and Ethi-
opia.

He asserted the prominence giv-
en in the’ Itallan press to British
newspaper comment on this topic
was- in no way indicative of the
Italian government’s opinion.

The spokesman pointed out that
the talk of an economic blockade
had not yet reached an official
stage even in Britain,

Persistent reports that Italian
and Ethiopian forces had been en-
gaged in fighting along the two
hations’ African frontier, with
heavy casualties resulting, were
dismissed by the spokesman as un-
confirmed rumors. ¢

After seeking information con-
cerning the reports, he said, the
government reached the conclusion
they referred to the affray in the
Dancalo district May 31 in which
30 Italian soldiers were killed. That
engagement was given full ' pub-
licity at the tlme.. h.e added.

LONDON, July 4-The centre of

According to the Express, the
Rome accord provides a Jjoint
frontier defence plan which would
perniit the Franco-Italian line to
stretch from the Rhine to Brenner
Pass. The Franco-Italian frontier
will be' left almost bare of troops,
setting Italy free to pursue her
military ambitions in East Africa,
while France holds the reins for
her in Europe, the paper. said.
