It Is not
logical, however, to persist with
this plan against any and all ob-
ztu:ll.u. Let's consider a typical
ea.

South dealer.
Both sides vulnerable,™
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The bidding:
South West North East
16 28 2¢ Passe
ANT Pass Pass Pass

It would have been better tac-
tics for West to double one dia-
mond. Admittedly, he did not
have the full values for this take-
out double, but his distribution
made that action safer, as well as
more constructive.

-Defending against three notrump
West opened the club jack. The
five was played from dummy and
declarer won with the queen. Now,
when the diamond ace was cash-
ed, the break was revealed, but,
feeling that the diamonds had to
be established at all costs, de-
clarer led and passed a low dia-
mond to East, giving that defend-
er the trick that was his in any
case. East naturally returned a
club, and declarer never had an-
other chance for his contract, He
took, in all, four diamond tricks,
two clubs and two hearts.

A change of plans was urgently
needed when the diamond break
came to light! Granting that dia-
monds would have to be establish-
ed, they did not have to be estab-
lished right at that moment! The
vital preliminary was to win or
establish a spade trick! The spade
ace was certainly marked with
West, for his bid; that being so,
South should have lald down the
spade king. Presumably, West
would win and knock out the club
ace, but also presumably, when
East was then presented with his
diamond trick, he would have no
more clubs to return; or if he did
happen to have another club, West
