New Income
Tax Forms

OTTAWA, Sept. 20 — (CP)—A
Government spokesman said to-
night that the current simplified
income tax form—T1—T4—will be
scrapped and replaced by a new
form in 1949.

The spokesman sald the move
was made necessary because of
complaints and because many peo-
ple were using the form when
they were not entitled to do so.

The new income tax statement—
to be called T-1 short form—willl
be issued to all income earners
making less than $3,000 a year, in-
eluding farmers and fishermen and
will- do away with the special
torms issued to farmers.

For those earning more than
83,000 a year, there will be a T-1
general form issued in 1949, cov-
ering 1948 earnings.

Little can be learned of the new
form except that it will appear
witheut much of the heavy legal
wordage in current forms, includ-
ing threats of prosecutions for in-
tractions of income tax law.

It will be about four inches wide
and about six inches high. The
form will be a two-page state-
ment,

The ground party was led to the
rescue scene by an R.C.AF. search
plane.

The boy was rushed to hospital
in Fort Nelson where attendants
sald he seemed in little pain. He
suffered a compound skull frac-
ture, a broken right arm and froz-
en feet. He will be brought to Ed-
monton hospital as soon as his fa-
ther, Lt.-Col. A. L. Lintner of the
United States army reserve arrives
from Great Falls, Mont.

Snowstorms in the area about
575 airmiles northwest of Edmon-
ton prevented ‘the Air Force from
beginning an air search until this
morning but when the planes did
get into the air, they found the
wreckage in one hour and 20 min-
utes.

The Alr Force plane crew which
discovered the wreckage said it
was on the top of Steamboat
Mountain with the wings “folded”
but the fuselage intact and before
the ground party arrived there
were no signs of life or fire.

The wreckage of the light air-
craft was about 1 1-2 miles from
the Alaska Highway and upside
down in burned-over land with

charred trees about 30 feet high.
The plane was partially covered

by about four inches of snow.

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Britain And U. S. To
Share Scrap Steel

scrap available in the “Bizone” of

A formal agreement will be con-
cluded as soon as the purchase
price has been fixed. o

Allocation of steel scrap in the
British and United States zones
has been under discussion since
mid-August when Gen. Lucius D.
Olay, United States zone comman-
der, placed an embargo on further
purchase contracts.

At that time United States auth-
orities claimed British buying was
over-bidding the price,

Early this summer British auth-
orities were buying steel scrap at
£6 10s $(26) a ton. American com-
petition increased later and when
over - bidding complaints were
made the price had risen to £17
10s ($30).

British sources say competitive
bidding was started by United
States buyers.

Unofficial estimates put the to-
tal of steel scrap available in the
Bizone at 10,000,000 tons, Britain's
and Germany’s requirements am-
ount to about 10,000,000 tons a
year, each.
