AN IMPERIAL POET.

As has before been stated In these col-
umns, all Japanese ave poets, and it 1s
sald the Emperor Mutsohito has within
the past ten years written over thirty
thousand odes in the thirty-one syllables
style known as tunka, peculiar to Jap-
anese poetry. Each New Year's day It is
a custom to write an ode., A theme is set.
and the Emperor, the Empress and all
the exalted personage of the court com-
pete, each composing a tanka. The na-
tion then joins in the competition and
thousands of odes are sent In, most of
them involving a delicate compliment to
the ruler.

The Emperor,the Godhead of the Shinto
priests and illustrious descendant of the
Sun God, writes a tanka every day and 1s
venerated by his people as a great poet
as well as a deity whose supreme virtue
brings blessing and victory to the nation
Japanese poetry has nelther rhyme nor
rhythm and its delicate imagery I8 very
difficult of reproduction in English
yet sowe translations of the Imperial
poems tend to throw much light upon the
character, temper and modes of thought,
of the present Japanese ruler and the
ties that bind him and his people together.
Here is one, militant but unrevengaful®
and embodying the Christian injunction,
“love your enemies”:—

‘‘The foe that strikes thee,

For thy country's sake,

Strike him with all thy might,

But while thou strikest

Forget not still to love him.”

And here is another
pressing the relations
Ewperor and his people:—

““Green is the constant pine

That binds the rulers and the ruled,
Making one of both.”

This tenderly sets forth His Imperial
Majesty’s solicltude for his soldiers In the

‘Mtdst what great hardships lie
soldiers brave!

The Empress, too, has a thought for
her poorer subjects in the rigor of the
winter season, expressed as follows:—

The winter, with its rigors, touches not
Our bodles, olad in vestments warm and
rich;
But when we think upon the shivering
poor
That freeze In their thin rags, the oruel
tooth
Of pitiless winterbites our inmost heart.
Will Japan and the United States be-
come embroiled in war? That depend .

In such case we
can fancy the Emperor FPoet putting forth
the plea for divine approval of an un-
avoldable war as he did before the last
great struggle. The working of the
Eastern mind is a mystery to us; its sense
of justlce is very strong ‘but not always
in accord with ours, This was tLe®
Emperot’s tanka at the outbreak of war
with Russia:
“We've tried to be sincere in deed ana
