PUBLIC NOTICE

“An Act Respecting Dogs”

Whereas at present distemper is
prevalent among dogs in Charlotte-
town and vicinity, the attention of
the public is drawn to Sections 1
and 2 of “An Act Respecting Dogs”,
being Chapter 16 of the Statutes of
1932, reading as follows:
1. Every dog found at large with-
out itss owner or other person in
charge thereof, is required to be ef-
fectually muzzled. Provided a dog
shall not be deemed to be at large
while within the limits of his own-
er's property.
2. Every dog found at large with-
out its owner or other person in
charge thereof and not muzzled as
aforesald may be immediately shot
or otherwise destroyed by any per-
son, and any person may kill any
dog which he sees pursuing, worry-
ing, or wounding any sheep or lamb,
notwithstanding that such dog may
be muzzled as aforesaid, and not-
withstanding said dog may be in
charge of his owner or other per-
son; and any owner, keeper or care-
taker of any enclosure in which
foxes or other fur bearing animals
are kept for breeding purposes may
kill any dog which he sees wander-
ing in the neighborhood of such en-
closure, not being in the charge of
its owner or other person nor on its
owners' property, whether muzzled
or not.
The co-operation of all Law Of-
ficers and the public in enforcing
the provisions of the SfRtute herein
set forth is desired.
