Add
vanilla; fold in whipped cream; fold in also the
egg whites, which have been beaten until stiff
but not dry, and into which the remaining sugar
has gradually been beaten. Add walnuts. Turn
into the pie shell and chill until firm. Top with
whipped cream and cherry flowers.
