The following potato grades are
desceribed ‘n the Fruit, Vegetables
1ad Honey Act and Regulations
193D

“Canada No. 1” shall include only
sotatoes of similar varietal charac-
teristics which are reasonably ma-
ture and firm, free from freezing
injury, hollow heads, sprein, dum-
bells, specimens from which the
knobs have been removed, soft rot,
and free from damage caused by
dirt or other foreign matter, sun-
burn, abnormal growth, growth
cracks, cuts, scab, blight, dry rot
or other disease, insects, mechan -
cal or other means. In this grade
the diameter of the potatoes shall
be not less than 2 inches and not
less than 75 per cent by weight of
the potatoes in any lot sha.l be 2
1-4 inches or larger in diameter. In
the case of long shaped varieties
the minimum diameter shall be
1 3-4 inches for specimens of not
less than 3 1-2 inches in length.

vCanada No. 2” shall include
only poiatoes of smilar varietal
characteristics which are reason-
anly mature and firm, free from
freezing injury, sprein, dumbells,
specimens from which the 'knobs
have been removed, soft rot, and

NEW YORK, Dec. 1— (AP)—

(blue) potaloes. Also noie that
Canada No. 1 Small grade is sunl-
lar to Canada No, 1 except for size.

The Act also requires to ident fy
the packer—"Potatoes packed by
any person or persons other than
the person shown as the packer,
sh pper or dealer, a number or oth-
er mark on eachhpacl;age identify-
ing the packer thereof.”

Seek Argument In
Principle To Plan

(C. P. by Guardian's Special Wire)

OTTAWA, Dec 2—Draft of
the proposed amendment to the
British North America Act em-
powering the Dominion to enact
and administer a national un-
employment insurance system will
be submitted to all the Provinces
once they have agreed to the
principle, Prime Minister Mac-
kenzie King told Premier Dup-
lessis of Quebec in a letter dated
Nov. 26.
