Ignoring
the fact that two hearts would not
have been any easier to make than
two ‘notrump, North voiced the
opinion that the bidd'ng Scuth had
done, first one notrump, then two
notrump, was illogical, and an
evidence of the desire to “take
charge.”

Actually, there was not a grain
of truth or logic in the position
North took, and it was he, not
South, who should take lesscms in
bidding! The one-heart opening
was irreducibly light, and since
North did not have a void or a
singleton in his hand, there was
no earthly reason or excuse for
rebidding in the face of Scuth’s

North’s rebld was not a sign off, it
was another bid, and even if North
did intend it as a sgn-off, what
right did he have to believe that
an eight-trick contract in hearts
could be fulfilled?
