will decide the fate of Christian civ-
ilization. = As long as we are alive,
we cannot get out of it, even if we
would. And since we are in it, we
must be in it with all our might,
ready even to lose our life that we
may find it, ready even to be stripped

of all else besides if we but keep an
unsullied soul.

Turn your eyes once more to the
boys acrosg the sea.
