WINTER EGG
SHIPMENT T0
GREAT BRITAIN

Trial Canadian Ship-
ment Through Saint
John To English
Market.

(By The Canadian Press)

MONTREAL, Jan. 11—One hun-
dred and eighty-thousand samples
of eggs Englishmen may obtain
within 10 days of the time they
leave Canadian nests, left Mont-
real tonight for Saint John where
they will be loaded on the freight-
er Beaverbrae.

The carload of fresh eggs, gath-
ered from 15 cooperative organiz-
ations in eastern Ontario and Que-
bec, is being sent as an experi-
ment, the first big shipment of
winter-produced eggs ever to be
sent overseas.

Freshly Laid

Laid no earlier than last week,

the eggs were packed and rushed
to Montreal as part of. a cam-
paign by producers and shippers,
cooperating with, the Canadian
Department of Agriculture, to gain
a place for winter-produced eggs
in the English market.

“No fresher product of their
kind will get to England from any
continental country,” according to
W. A. Brown, chief of poultry ser-
vice in the Dominion Department
of Agriculture, who attended the
loading here, “There is great room
In the English market for Canad-
fan winter-produced eggs and pro-
gress already has increased to a
point to justify the action we are
taking. With this carlot we hope
to Inaugurate regular weekly ship-
ments of winter-produced eggs.
The next shipment will come from
western Ontario.”

Aid To Farmer

Arrival in London of this ship-
ment, said Mr. Brown, wou*d mean
Canada’s eggs would be placed on
a par with fresh eggs from Den-
mark “and will be moved above
those tfrom Australia,” It will mean
better prices for the Canadian
chicken farmer “whose business
can be made into one of the most
remunerative. forms of farming ac-
tivities.”

The Clipper, commanded by the veteran Transpacific
flier, Captain Edwin C. Musick, was making its second
round trip on the recently inaugurated air line linking the

Samoa 2v ! Auckland.

Weather conditions in the Samoan area were repgrted
to be good and airways officials pointed out the Clipper
was capable of weathering considerable rough weather._

A spokesman expressed belief the
big ship ‘may have landed in the
lee of one of the many islands
in the Samoan group, and that
she had come down within 200
miles of Pago Pago.
