NEW YORK. June 25—(AP)
kish steamship §uu
carrying officers and men de- |
scrived as the “cream of the
Turkish navy and mercantile
marine” was torpedoed and sunk
by an unidentified submarine
tonight, Martin Agronsky, NBC
reporter, said in a broadcast
from Ankara. He reported 173 of
the 201 passengers on the ship

were lost.

Agronsky sald 100 Turkish
naval officers and men aboard
the Rifa were en route to Brit-
aln,

Survivors sald the torpedo
broke the ship in two and that
only one lifeboat could be
Jaunched and in this 28 pass-
engers were saved the commen-
tator reported,

The Turkish government had
made arrangements with both
Germany and Italy to ensure
safe passage of the vessel, he
added,

“The Rifa was bound for Egypt
with 100 Turkish naval officers
and men described here as the
cream of the Turkish navy and
mercantile marine,” Agronsky

said.

“The incident aroused con-
siderable popular feeling here
as the Turkish ship earried an
illuminated Turkish ﬂni on her
stern and illuminated flag on
both her sides.

“Arrangements had been made
in both Germany and Italy to
insure safe passage of the ship.”
(Lloyd's registry of shipping
does mot list the Rifa.)
