The tund, which would be patt-
erned after a similar fund set up
after the first great war, would
“pay permanent tribute to the ser-
vice and sacrifice of Canadian men
and women in this war.”

A notice of motion on the new
fund was read by Mrs. J. D. Det-
wiler of London, Ont.,, convener of
the first great war fund, A copy of
the notice will be sent to each of
the 900 I.OD.E. chapters across
Canada pending action at the na-
tional chapter’s next annual meet-

ing.

E‘he notice called for the annual
award in each province of a post-
graduate scholarship for overseas
study and a bursary to be held in a
Canadian university, with prefer-
ence to be given to the son or
daughter of an ex-serviceman or
woman_ of the present conflict.
