BERLIN, July 19.—Prince Joac-
him, sixth and youngest of the ex-
Kalser's sons, committeed suicide
by shooting himself in the breast
in bed at Vvilla Liegnitz, in San
Souci Park Saturday as a result
of brooding over his wife's desert-
fon and the effects of a drunken
debauch on Friday night, accord-
ing to the belief here today. Joac-
him died at 1 o’clock Sunday morn
ing in a nearby hospital.

Prince Eitel Friederich, the only
one of the Kaiser's sons now in
Berlin, issued a formal statement
that Joachim’s suicide was the re-
sult of “psychic: disturbance caus-
ed hy the pressure of events and
personal difficulties.” The real rea-
son for the young Prince's death
however, was believed to be that
he had become maddened by his
wife's desertion. He is also sald to
Wiave beensuffering from the ef-
fects of a debauch. °

Friends of the dead Prince de-
clared the suicide to' be a. love
tragedy. They omitted to mention
+hat he had returned to his Villa
from Berlin Friday night, stagger-
ing, into a gsecond class waiting
room at the Potsdam Railway Sta-
tion where he called loudly for
heer. He introduced himself to the
walter as Prince Joachim of Prus-
aia and said he had no railway
ticket and no money. There was

At
tirst every effort was made to cov-
er up the circumstances of the sui-
cide. The doctor 'in charge told}
even high officials who inquired
that it was an automobile case.
