THERE are 27 Olvlllnn Rifle Associations
In this Province, but curiously enough
there is not one for Charlottecown,
although there Is an association along
the same lines in connection with the
companies ' of artillery., The rules
governing the formation of these civilian
clubs are that they must have a member-
ship' 8P *4U0" ‘members. The Dominion
novernment provides ten rifies for the use
of each assoclation, and furnishes 100
rounds of ammunition free to each
member ‘of ‘1hé club. Ranges have to
be kep(up by the members, towards this
éxpence the Government . contributes one
dollar for each member up to the limit of
40, and for all in excess of that number
fifLy cents per head. Some of the ranges
in this province are exceptionally good.

There is fine enthusiasm among the men,
and good shots are graduated from the
different clubs, as the results of the

Rifle Association will show. Colonel
Moore, in whose hands is vested the
administrative work connected with the
'associations cousiders that they are a
splendid factor in making marksmen.
In addition to these clubs may be
mentioned the cadet class of Prince of
Wales College, the members of which
make a very creditable showing, and are
armed in part with the new Ross rifle.
There is besides a rifle association in
connection with the College, which is
well managed and kept up, West Kent
Street School alsohas u Cadet Club, under
the direction of Principal Campbell.
This club was formed last year, and
developed most creditably, but it is
regrettable that the boys were compell-
ed to use obselete Martini-Henry Rifles,
which are altogether 1.0 lieavy for them to
handle. This trouble will, it is expected
be removed this year, and the bhoys
proyided with a modern  arm.
