All three were
in Allied hands when they died.

Von Greim succeeded Hermann
Goering April 26 es commander of
the broken air force. Found May 9
in a Luftwaffe hospital at Klitz-
buehel, in the Austrian Tyrol, he
told his American captors:

“I am the head of the Luftwaffe
but I have no Luftwaffe.”

The Americans found him with
a minor flak wound which he said
he suffered in the final stages of
the battle of Berlin. He mana
to escape the doomed city and fly

south.

Moved to the Salzburg hospital,
he appeared to be co-operative.

Unlike Himmler, who killed him-
helf while under examination, von
Gr;eim had time to contemplate his
act.
