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EIGHTEENTH OF FEBRUARY

 Our despatches yesterday morning wouid scem 9
fndicate that Germany has already prepared an excuse in
case of anything happening in the war zone mapped out
for the “paper blockade” around the British Coast. She
intimates that in order to raise trouble be-
tween Germany and the neutral countries the malevolent
and treacherous British will blow up some neutral ships
and blame Germany for it!

On and after today, if Germany's threat is carried
out, all ships, neutral or belligerent, found in the waters
around Great Britain and northern France will be sent
to the bottom gt"§he §ea! We shall see what we shall see.

In the meantime the/United States has sent 2 polite
note to Germany stating that if any harm comes to a
United States ship the German government will be held
responsible. . Naturally Germany stormed over this—
through its press—and the storm was a somewhat ludi-
crous one even for German impudence. Here is an excerpt
from the Tages Zeitung by Count Reventlow: *“President
Wilson and Secretary Bryan, in their communication with
the Mexican leaders have accustomed themselves to a
tone that is not suitable for communicatiors with the Ger-
man Empire”! Good enough for the Mexicans, but evident-
ly infra dig when talking to the high and mighty German
Government!

Here is another German rap at Yankee impudence:
“When something does not suit the Yankees,” says Die
Post, “they'arc accustomed to adopt threatening and as
frightful a sabre rattling tone as possible. They reckon
that the person thus treated will let himself Le frightened
and give in. If this does not come to pass, however, if the
person thus treated and threatened with the strongest cx-
pressions pays no attention and shows that he is not scar-
ed and will not let himself be driven into a state of
funk, the swaggering Yankees calm themselves soon and
quiet down.”,

It will be interesting to watch the effect of the “Yan-
kee swaggering” on and after the date set by the
Germans for the wholesale slaughter of neutrals; inter-
esting to see whether the Germans will carry out their
threat or go “inio 'a state of funk;"” interesting also to see
whether, in the event of the threat being carried out a-
gainst a United-States-ship, the United States note was
only a “sabre rattling.”

Germany is certainly putting up a magnificent bluff.
How it will end,.or where or when it would be idle to
guess but the carrying out of the last threat is due today
and the despatches will be scanned with more than or-
dinary anxiety.

SOME SALIENT POINTS RECALLED

‘With the submission of the letter of the Hon. H. Har-
court, Secretary of State for the C(Colonies, and the Mem.
orandum on Naval requirements prepared by the Admira-
1ty on the instructions of the British Cabinet at the re-
quest of Sir Robert Borden, we have completed the chain
of evidence proving that in the fall of 1912 and the spring
of 1913 there was ample ground for offering immediate
assistance for Imperial naval defence. The war itself is
the grim realization of British statesmen’s anxious fore-
bodings; and, thanks _ to Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his
henchmen, in the Senate, Canada is the only Dominion in
the Empire unrepresented by ships at the seat of war.

Our contemporary, The Patriot, tries to make out
that had the Laurier policy been carried out, we would have
been in the position of Australia.

That is not so.

Sir Wilfrid rejected the Australian policy just as
rejected the emergency preposal.

He outlined a scheme of his own which the Admiralty
accepted and offered to assist in developing, but in three
years only slight progress was made, and Sir Wilfred dis-
solved parliament without even opening the tenders which
he had asked for building his navy.

Let us briefly review what we have proved regarding
this Naval question.

In 1909 the Defence Conference of the Empire sat in
London. The British Admiralty submitted a definite plan
for the establishment of an Imperial Pacific fleet, consist-
ing of four battleships, a dozen cruisers and a torpedo ser-
vice. To Sir Wilfrid Laurier the Admiralty said in effect:

“Put all your force upon the Pacific Ocean. We are
quite able to look after your Atlantic shores, but we are
uneasy about -your . British Columb’a Coast. Go in with
Australia, New Zealand and with us in starting this Paci-
fic fleet.”,

Their plan was that Canada and Australia should pro-
vide one fleet unit each, and that Great Britain and New
Zealand-should- join in providing. a third fleet unit; while
Great Britain alone should provide a fourth unit,

Australia and New Zedland accepted the proposition.

Sir Wilfrid refused it. :

Instéad he -proposced to:provide no dreadnoughts, and
only four light cruisers with some destroyers.

The'moment the Australians -and New Zealanders ac-
cepted the Admiralty’s proposal, they ordered the ships.

Sir'Wilfrid did not call for tenders till the fall of 1910,

The: tenders were available = by May 1, 1911, but Sir
Wiltrid did not trouble about them, and they were left for
three smonths unopened, and he dissolved Parliament in
the erid of July without taking the slightest action regard.
ing them.

Mr.! Pugsley explained that Sir Wilfrid's reason
inaction was because he was afraid of Quebec.

'{\l’t was the position when the present Government
came into power in September, 1911. As soon as practic-
able, Bif Robert Borden communicated with the Admiralty,
and in reply Mr. Winston Churchill wrote: &

“In 1909 the guestion turned upon

SHOULD PROVIDE A LIMITED NUMBER OF CRUIS-
ERS AND DESTROYERS' WHICH SHOULD BRE STA-
TIONED IN THE PACIFIC. The Admiralty agreed to
.help in the organization and manning as far as possible.
BETWEEN THAT TIME AND 1912 A COMMENCEMENT
WAS MADE WITH THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A CAN-

of recruits and cadets, and it would have been impossible
for the Canadian Government to man a single cruiser.”
That is the official history of the question up till mid-
summer of 1912, when a crisis arose with Germany. Lord
Hardinge, Permanent Under Secretary for Foreign Affairs,
now Viceroy of India, has placed - it on record that “the
German preparations for war would reach the flash point
by the end of 1913." In view of this Sir Robert inquired
at the British Government what form any immediate aid
should take—leaving Canada's permanent naval policy in
abeyance meantime—and was informed in clear and em-
phatic terms that it was desirable “that such aid should
include the provision of a certain number of the largest
and strongest ships of war which science can build = or
money supply.”
Sir Robert acted on this advice only to meet wigh the
bitterest opposition from Sir Wilfrid and his henchmen.
This reached its culminating point in the defeat of the
Emergency Vote by the Senate t¢: the unfeigned -lclight of
Cermany, as cur quotatioa from the¢ German press clearly
indicates. :
There we leave the subject meantime, but ia order to
give our readers dn insight inte the origin  of the present
war and the reascns which led the British Goverament
to anticipate a <risie in 1913, we shall give a series of
articles by Sir Valeatine Chirol, the distinguished ex-
Foreign Editor of The Times, who is recognized as one of
the greatest living authorities on the inner history of
European politics.

DRUG STORE “SPECIALS”

Realizing their possibilities of expansion, the manag-
ers of drug stores nowadays are taking more kindly than
they used to to newspaper advertising. Observing that
stores in other lines,-all about them, have grown from
small beginnings to profitable enterprises, some of them
to large proportions, through adequate newspaper public-
ity, the druggists are now ‘“keeping step” with other mer-
chants. And, like other merchants, they have learned that
the buyer goes a-buying where the best values are offered.
It’s not a matter of “cut prices.” Some druggists ob-
ject to being classed as a “cut price” store, for, in the olden
days, that indieated a stome that substituted cheaper
grades of drugs for standard ones. But price reduction-,
on any of the many lines of goods carried in a drug store,
is a simple matter of policy and inclinations with the drug-
gist. If he decides that, for the sake of selling a large line
of a certain kind of goods IN A FEW DAYS he will accept
2 smaller than-usual per salz profit. that is not a matller ct
‘‘ethics” with him, but a matter of business.

And he, as a seller, and you, as a buyer, both profit.

Look out in The Guardian from time to time for soine
of the offers of “specials” made by local druggists. There
may be an opportuhity for you to save a dollar or two on
your purchase of some néeded things. And a dollar or two
saved in that way is a dollar or two earned—very ligitimat-
ely.

DISCONTENT IN GERMANY

Desperately as the German and Austrian armies are
fighting both in the eastern and western theatres of war,
and desperately too, as German politicians and diplomats
are endeavoring to keep up the courage of their people,
there are many evidences of growing impatience and
discouragement among the mass of the German people.

Rene Feibelman, a correspondent in Holland of the New
York Herald, bears testimony to this fact in a despatch
from Oldenzaal, in which he states that the Germans are
getting panicky. Every neutral returning from Germany
tells him that. Some of Feibelman's informants have
travelled from Konigsberg, through Berlin, Hanover and
Hamburg, some have been to Munich and the Southern
cities; others have been to the Rhine province, in the in-
terests of their various commercial employers. All say
that there is no more business in Germany, that the com-
plete absence of raw stuffs is killing Germany’s industry,
and that the plight of the country could hardly be worse
{f the battles were really raging within its borders. Food
is terribly dear and all classes are suffering. Only the
professional pan-German enthusiasts entertain the pos-
sibility of a final triumph. The mass of the people realize
that the Germanic allies cannot win and the best they can
hope for is a long and hard resistance and the securing
of the best terms possible when the inevitable defeat
comes. ;

If Germany was an even stronger military power than
she is, she could not hope to defeat the forces engaging her
Great Russian armies are battling with her soldiers on
the east, in the western zone the French, English and Bel-
gian armies are holding her in check more easily now than
a short while ago. Her day of greatest strengt: has
passed, and her opponents are improving their positions ul!
the time. On the sea her naval power has been rendered
practically useless, as the British navy is holdins it where
it can do little or no harm. This watchfulness has Jriven
German commerce from the ocean, and the mills that
depend on raw material are running on short time. That
means suffering for thousands. And there is no hope for
the Germans of improvement. The Allies are pooling
their financial interests and are working in harmony in
other ways. ' Their trade is being strengihened and their
reserve powers are enormous. They liave free communi-
cation with the rest of the world vuiside Germany and
Austro-Hungary. It may take them a long :ime to wear
down their powerful foe, but eventually they will surely
win if they remain united, as they are pledged to do.
Kaiser Wilhelm and Emperor Francis Jogeph are fighting
a losing game.

It all seems appalling,
but doubly so when it is brought home
by a line or two in a letter from one ac-
tively concerned. In a letter written
by Mrs. Mary Wemyss, the author of
“The Professional ® Aunt,” “Prudent
Priscilla,” ete., from her home in Lon-
don, to her Boston publishers, Hough-
ton Muffiin Co,, she says:— ‘“We are
living through our sad time and one
hopes that the sacrifice of splendid
lives will not have been made in vain,
and that out of this pain may come
peace. A nephew of mine is home on
short leave—for the second time. He
has been through it from the very be-
ginning. At Mons all the horses in his
battery were killed in five minutes all
the guns shaitered gnd only he and
his Major left. . .. History repeats
itself,. My grandfather and two great
uncles, brothers, were in the Peninsu-
lar War. Three brothers of the same
name—my nephew—in this war. I
have seven nephews fighting and ready
to fight, and an eight just going to
Woolwich.”

CASEMENT TAKING HIMSELF
SERIOUSLY.

BERLIN, Feb. 16.—By wireless to
Sayville — “Sir Roger (asement,
leader of the separatist faction in
Ireland, published here to-day an open
letter to Sir Edward Grey, British
Foreign Secretary, alleging that he,,|
Sir Roger, had documentary evidence
to substantiate charges which he
makes that the British CGovernment
is in a criminal conspiracy to have
him captured or kilied,” says an item
given out by the Overseas News
Agency. Sir Roger made a statement,
continues the news agency, charging
that Ansfeldt De Findlay, British

Minister to Norway, is conspiring with
Sir Roger's manservant, Adler Chris-
tensen, a Norwegian, for the capture
or killing of Casement, for which
Christensen would receive at least
25,000,

Sir Roger showed a photographic
copy of what purported to be a letter
written on British legation paper at
Christiania in the Minister's hand-
writing .and over his signature. The
writer of this letter promised ‘on
behalf of the Brittish Government,”
that if through information given by
Christensen, Sir Roger should be cap-
cured either with or without his com-
panions, Christensen  would receiye
“ from the British Government £5,000,
would be allowed personal immunity
and would be given fere passage to the
United States if he so desired.”

On Feb. 4, Sir Edward Grey an-
nounced in- the House of Commons
that the pension allowed to Sir Roger
Case ment, who was formerly in the
Consular service, had been suspended
pending an investigation of allega-
tions that he was disloyal. A sensa-
tion was caused in England last
November when it was reported that
Sir  Roger had conferred with the
German imperial authorities in Berlin
concerning the attitude German troops
would have toward Ireland, if they
landed there. It was stated that he
was assured that if German troops
should land in Ireland, all native in.

brought face to face with the reality
of life and death and compelled = to
take account of the relative values of
our surroundings.

It is now that the Church, more
freely than ever, opens wide the door
and points out the neverfailing satis-
faction which the Incarnation has giv-
en and ever can give to questioning
humanity.

Is this world all we have to work
for and to live for? Is man to be only
what he can make himself? And when
his strength fails has he nothing to
depend upon? Is there a

Keen mentality, human experience
and the art of genius, no less than
deep spirituality find inspiration, com-
fort, explanation and content as Holy
Scripture draws aside the curtain and
reveals the truth. “God giveth us the
victory through  our, Lord Jesus
Christ,” for “So God loved the, world,
that He gave His only begotten Son,
to the cnd that  all that believe in
Him should not perish, but have ever-
lasting life.”

Interest in books
that were before disregarded except
by students has been aroused. The
calamity has eclipsed every other
subject and gripped the world. Amid
the shower of hooks that has been de-
scending upon the hard dry facts and
stern realities and unsolved problems,
let us turn to the word of God for en-
lightenment and  refreshment and
perhaps the true cause for the
war may be found either in the
avoidance of a struggle with the great
enemy of our souls, the Prince of evil,
or in unpreparedness with which only
too many have been entering upon it.

Lentis a time for rectifying this.
Its discipline can make us “Strong in
the Lord and in the power of His
might” for it brings us to self exam-
fnation, which will convince uy *¢ the
real menace to our lives that 'urks
around, and how perilously near we
are sailing to the area of deadliest
mines, it brings us to prayer and sac-
rament which can best fit us for ser-
vice against the enemy. “For we wres-
tle not against flesh and blood but
against principalities, against powers,
against the rulers of the darkness of
this world, against spiritual wicked-
ness in high places. Wherefore take
unto you the whole armour of God that
ye may be able to withstand in the
evil day and having done all, to stand.”

1 hope, therefore that throughout the
Diocese the Lent of 1915 will be kept
sincerely - and  sensibly and, at its
close. one and all may feel they have
received a blessing and have been a
blessing to others.
