“At Even, Ere The Sun. Was Set”,

The author of this well-known hymn
was Rev. Henry Twells. e was born
at - Ashted, Birmingham, England, on
March 13th, 1823 and was educated
there along with a group of boys, some
of whom were destined to distinguish
themselves in later years. From this
group eame Archbishop Benson, Bishop
Lightfoot, and Bishon Wescott, [enry
Twells  studied  at St Peter's college,

Cambridge  and  was  ordained to the
ministry  of the Anglican Church in
1849.  His first’ euracy was at Great

Berkhainstead, and after three years
there he removed to Stratford on Avon
where  he remained for sixteen years.
Later he was appointed Canon of Pet-
erborough  but failing health made it
necessary for him to retire to Bonrne-
mouth where he built, and endowed at
his own cost, the handsome church of
St. Angustine. In this parish he min-
istered until his death on January 19th,
1000,  He was buried within sight of
the church he so loved.

Canon  Twells I8 deserfbed by his
contemporaries as “A hard working
clergyman and an able preacher and
writer.”  He was the author of sev-
ernal hymns, few of which are well-
known but perhaps no hymn written in
modern times has met with more un-
iversal acceptance’ tlian this ‘one. * It
was  written for the first edition of
Hymns Anclént and  Modern but it
proved so popular that the nuthor was
nsked to give permission for its inser-
tion in one hundred and forty-seven
hymnals. ;

Treat both ends in the
same  way, Next prepare the front
post €, Fig .2, and make a balving
Joint for the plate E, all these sections
being of 2x2 in, deal.

The rafter D shBild be jointed to the
back post as shown in Fig. 5 and may
be mortised and tenomed to the back
face 'of the front corper upright. Set
up these parts in thelr places and com.
plete the framework as shown in Fig.3.
The  uprights at the sides and front
should be 2x2 in. and spaced about 2
ft  apart. They should be nalled to
the plate at the top, and to the sill at
the bottom, these after being attaehed
to the corner posts about 3ins. above
the ground level The two purling F
and G, Fig.3. should then be nailed in
place.

The doorway opening H is made hy
carrying the ‘uprights down to the
ground level and fixing a horizontal
member between them at the top. Take
care that this is square. Leave open-
ings where necessary for windows, the
frames for which should be fixed to

the framework of the bullding. Cover
the whole of the exterior with ordinary
feather edge weather boarding about
3-4 in. thick. This has simply to be
nailed to the uprights and framework,
a  commencement being made at the
bottom, The corners are completed
by nailing vertical strips of wood over
them.  These should be about 2ins. in
width and 1-2 in. in thickness.

The door opening is then lined with
3x1 in. prepared deal and an ordinary
ledged and braced door should be hung
in the opening on 15 In. cross garnet
hinges. The stopping is then nalled
around the inside of the opening 1if the
door I8 to be opened outwards, or on
the outside if the door is to open in-
wards.  The lock and key, or padlock
and  hasp and staple, should then he
fitted.
