Why one in every six or seven per-
sons suffers with hay fever due’to
pollen from ragweed, and the other
xtilze or six do not is a natural ques-
o :

Why some individuals with infect-
ed teeth and ‘tonsils suffer with
rheumatism or - heart disease and
others with infected teeth and ton-
sluoa do not, is also a natural ques-
tion,

Similariy why is it that some can

eat strawberries and be free from|smash

urticaria (hives) whilst others are
afflicted every time they eat them?
Asthma and eczema'occur in some
individuals after the eating of cer-
tain foods whilst others can. eat
the same foods without trouble.
Your family doctor, if middle-
aged, will tell you that these exam-
ples of allergy—being sensitive .to
certain substances—were. not in the
text books he studied . during his
medical course. To-day he sees ex-
amples every day and is able to help
& great many cases,

Lately what is know as physical
allergy has been receiving attention,
particularly the relation . between
cold and sensitivity to ailments.
About fifty years ago a research
worker noticed how cold to the sur-
face of the body and to the arms
and legs affected the mucous lining
of the bronchial tubes in asthma
patients, and stated that the in-
creased blood supply to the bron-
chial tubes caused by this cold to
the kin might be the cause of the
attack of asthma.

A case of hives due to cold was
reported thirty years ago. The affect
of the sun’s rays in causing trouble
in a patient who was not affected by
heat was also recorded at this time.
Further, being sensitive to: light,
resulting in a skin ailment, was re-
corded about seventy-five years ago.
