Nascopie Crew
Returns To Home Port

MONTREAL, Aug. 4 —(CP)—
Forty seven members of the crew
of the Arctic supply ship Nascopie
came home today—by train. There
was no home-coming for the tough
little ship that for 35 years has
carried out her mercy missions to
far northern outposts.

Far up In the northern reaches
of Hudson Bay the Nascopie lay,a
broken vessel. On July 22  she
foundered off Cape Dorset, Baffin
Land, and her career of mercy and
adventure was over.

There were mingled feelings
when the crew trooped into Central |
Station after a long rain ride from!
Winnipeg. Some of the more
exuberant seamen, happy at being
home, whooped merrily. Veteran
officers were strangely silent.

Capt. James Waters, a Nascople
veteran who was making his sec-
ond trip as Master of the ship, had
little to say pending his report to
Government officials at Ottawa. He
sald the ship foundered Im calm
weather, shortly after an Arctic
gale blew up which prevented the
crew from re-boarding her.

There was no panic and the only
hardship suffered by those on the
rocky beach seven miles from Dor-
set came during nights spent in the
open before crew and passengers
made their way to the outpost.

Chief officer Leonard Eady still
felt keenly the loss of the vessel
whose upper decks he had trod
many years.

Eady sahd he believed there was
little hope of salvaging any of the
cargo when he left. Water poured
into the holds and most of the
foodstuffs and other perishable sup-
plies were soaked. When he last
saw the Nascopie as the crew
headed for Churchill, Man, on the
Government icebreaker N.B. Mc-
Lean, she was almost completely
under water, only the stern show-
ing.
