BERLIN, Oct, 10.—Import

Authority to continue negotia-
tions with the occupation officials
in the Ruhr was one of these du-
mands.

Provision for longer working
hours for German workers both in
the mines and above ground was
another.

The demands were handed to
the Government by Herr Stinnes
himself. He asked an answer by
noon today. A meeting of the cab-
inet took them under consideration
this morning.

The industrialists also demand-
ed compensation for the coal con-
fiscated since the beginning of the
Ruhr occupation and for the forci-
bly levied coal tax; the abolition
of the coal tax for the Ruhr region,
a guarantee that all future deliver-
ies of reparations coal be placed in
their hands: preferential treat
memt for the Ruhr in supplies ot
raw materials. and foodstuffs.

The working hours underground,
if the industrialists’ demands were
granted, would be 81-2 hours, and
above ground ten hours.

The . industrialists also asked
what the Government's attitude
would be toward the creation of a
railway company in the occupied
territory in which the Rhineland,
France and industry would partici-
pate.

BRUSSELS, Oct. 9.—Belgian of-
ficial circles are optimistic over
the situation in the Ruhr, Advices
reaching the Government show the
resumption of work on a daily in-
creasing scale.
